Directed by Rod
Shepherd, it has developed into one of the best “col-
lege” radio stations in California, coupled with a
progressive educational program in radio tech-
niques. This is a student-operated enterprise . .
rendering public service to H.S.C. and the com-
munity at large. Much of the credit for the smooth
operations should go to Myrell Parry, who did an
exceptional job as head engineer.

A house near the campus was bought by the
state to take the place of the condemned studio for-
merly outside the administration building. Hours
of work and planning turned this house into a real
radio station . . . complete with record rooms and
files, offices, stage and auditorium, control room, etc.
The pictures you see on this and the opposite page
show some of the work that is being done and the
equipment used. You see a sampling of the audi-
ence participation shows . . .
