Inasmuch &s 1 did not look Jjewisnh(I was a red head, with irish
complexion) and wearing the jewish star( which was hidden

under my arm, ln order to be both "legal" and yet, walking the
street oti Belglum without Tbelng identified as jewish), I ran

fpany errands to help jews in hlding:; food, moneys, false pepers,
passing information for allied flyers etc. All tnis in connection
with partisan units. Theseunits were not only in forests or
mouhtainous erreas. These units worked within the cities as well,
eand partisans did not wear rail.cozts and boots and hats tipped over their
€yes. Partisans were normal, everyday citizens as well. who had

re; ular Jjobs.

Only partisans living infithe woods etc. carried arms, cud were
probably on some payrolds, as they had to sart.

Many pertisens did not belong to official units, noir did they

come out after the war to get recognition.
