Based on my young age (8 to 1l years old) while at Terezin - I believe
this experience has left me a relatively stronger and better adjusted
individual. The various conferences and other sessions dealing with mental
problems and related adjustments which all survivors are perceived to have
is a difficult agenda for me to accept.

I am alarmed by the many discussions focusing on the second generation and
their "hangups." Here too, I believe this is a lot of nonsense and a
disservice to these kids. I for one do not believe "they all" have
difficulties, etc.

I continue to be puzzled as to why the majority of the adults did not do
more to protect themselves. This is something I will never understand.
