CA A Course To
Be Resumed Al

“The Civilian Pilot training
course will be resumed on Feb-
ruary 1, 1942, was the report
made to the Eureka Chamber of
Commerce Monday by Harry Bell,
district ground school superinten-
dent of the civilian pilot training
service.

It would: have been possible for
the course to have been resumed
at once, but Humboldt is not in
a position to start the ground
training course which is held in
conjunction with the pilct train-
ing. Bell suggests that applicants
for the C. A. A. course apply to
the college, or to Lester Pierce,
who conducts the course at the
county airport.

The Chamber of Commerce was
instrumental in getting the C. A. A.
course returned to Humboldt by
applying to Congressman Clar-
ance F. Lea. The explanation for
the closing of the school this fall
was that the reduced appropria-
tion compelled such action.
